Area of Provision: Mark Making/ Writing/ Phonics

Early Learning Goals

Communication and Language
ELG: Speaking
e Express their ideas and feelings about their experiences using full sentences, including use of past,
present and future tenses and making use of conjunctions, with modelling and support from their
teacher.
Literacy
ELG: Word Reading
e Say asound for each letter in the alphabet and at least 10 digraphs;
e Read words consistent with their phonic knowledge by sound-blending.
ELG: Writing
e  Write recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed;
e Spell words by identifying sounds in them and representing the sounds with a letter or letters;
e  Write simple phrases and sentences that can be read by others.

Characteristics of effective learning

e Learn new vocabulary

e Ask questions to find out more and to check they understand what has been said to them
e Articulate their ideas and thoughts in well-formed sentences.

e Connectone idea or action to another using a range of connectives.

e Describe events in some detail.

e Listen to and talk about stories to build familiarity and understanding.
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e Retell the story, once they have developed a deep familiarity with the text, some as exact
repetition and some in their own words.

Physical Development

e Develop the foundations of a handwriting style which is fast, accurate and efficient.
Literacy
e Read individual letters by saying the sounds for them.
e Blend sounds into words, so that they can read short words made up of known letter— sound
correspondences.
e Read a few common exception words matched to the school’s phonic programme.
e Formlower-case and capital letters correctly.
e Spell words by identifying the sounds and then writing the sound with letter/s.
e  Write short sentences with words with known sound-letter correspondences using a capital letter
and full stop.
e Re-read what they have written to check that it makes sense.

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Examples of enhancements

Phonics games linked to current sounds.
Timed challenges linked to tricky words.
Different items to encourage writing such as the use of Origami books.

Look, listen and note

Children forming letters correctly.
e Children using phonics knowledge with accuracy.
e Children using initial/further sounds to segment and spell words.
e Children independently recording phrases and simple sentences.
e Children holding pencil/pens using tripod grip.
e Using learnt vocabulary from other lessons.
