Area of Provision: Reading

Early Learning Goals

Communication and language
ELG: Listening, Attention and Understanding
e Listen attentively and respond to what they hear with relevant questions, comments and actions
when being read to and during whole class discussions and small group interactions.
e Make comments about what they have heard and ask questions to clarify their understanding.
ELG: Speaking
e Participate in small group, class and one-to-one discussions, offering their own ideas, using recently
introduced vocabulary.
o Offer explanations for why things might happen, making use of recently introduced vocabulary
from stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems when appropriate.

e Say asound for each letter in the alphabet and at least 10 digraphs;

e Read aloud simple sentences and books that are consistent with their phonic knowledge, including
some common exception words.

Characteristics of effective learning

Playing and exploring - children investigate and experience things, and ‘have a go’

Active learning - children concentrate and keep on trying if they encounter difficulties and enjoy
achievements.

Creating and thinking critically - children have and develop their own ideas, make links between ideas, and
develop strategies for doing things

repetition and some in their own words.

e Listen to and talk about selected non-fiction to develop a deep familiarity with new knowledge and
vocabulary.

Literacy

e Read individual letters by saying the sounds for them.

e Blend sounds into words, so that they can read short words made up of known letter— sound
correspondences.

e Read some letter groups that each represent one sound and say sounds for them.

. Read a few common exception words matched to the school’s phonic programme.

e Read simple phrases and sentences made up of words with known letter—sound correspondences
and, where necessary, a few exception words.

e Re-read these books to build up their confidence in word reading, their fluency and their
understanding and enjoyment.
