These may the times when you need
some extra help and support. We aim to support and advise you at
such times we have an Early Help Offer.

The Pastoral Team at All Saints Primary is made up of Mr Jones,
Mrs Minns and Mrs Clancy. We can offer advice on a range of
concerns or can signpost parents to other sources of information,
help and support.

What support do we offer?

A wide range of issues such as behaviour management, financial
worries and debts, domestic abuse, housing concerns, mobility

Use of a positive behaviour chart

Access to a trusted adult- to talk things through with.

The use of sensory ‘toys’ to help with de-escalation or anxiety.
Regular communication with parents.

Support from a trained support worker- via time to talk.

Support from external agencies- CISS (County Inclusive Support
Service), EWO (Educational Welfare Officer) and School Nurse
Support via a CAF (Common Assessment Framework) and
access to a Family Support Practitioner.

» We have bespoke interventions which are run to support
some pupils or groups of pupils such as Lego therapy and
ELSA ( Emotional Literacy Support)

» We recognise that mental health concerns may underpin
some social, emotional and behavioural issues and will help
families to seek appropriate support.

» We have resources we can use to support pupils, both at
home and in school, who experience bereavement and loss.

» For attendance concerns support through school will be
offered and if required the Educational Welfare Officer
will be brought in for

» further help. Outside counsellors are referred to for additional
support.
